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Please take time to read this heartwarming essay called 'Discrimination' written by a  sixteen year 
old local high school student who was influenced by a friend with autism.                                                      
(By the way, he got an 'A' on it...)

Autism: A severe disorder of the brain, which causes problems with social contact, intelligence and language,          
compulsive behavior, and bizarre responses to the environment. As if autistic children don't have enough to worry 
about, add on the stress of schoolwork, extracurricular activities, and of course, the peers. An autistic child can become 
easily ridiculed, and because of the disorder, tortured at school. 

My friend Austin constantly has to deal with this act of discrimination, and it should be stopped, not only for people that 
can't defend themselves, but for everyone. Autistic children are prisoners at birth; they are born with the disability, and 
it is with them forever. Austin is considered extremely stable, if you didn't know about his autism, you would most likely 
never know. He is also very intelligent and very persistent in his goals. People with Autism can put forth full effort and 
have complete focus on their objective, more so than those of us that are "normal". Autistic people can also know many 
random but interesting facts. For instance, Austin reads the newspaper from front to back every day, and he picks up 
on many different facts about what is going on in the world today. However, one of the many downsides to autism is 
that it limits their ability to be social. Given the choice to be in a room with a couple of people, or be alone, the autistic 
person will choose to be alone. An autistic person always needs to have a schedule, the schedule is key, because if 
they don't have a schedule, they do not know how to act. This is where Austin gets ridiculed. Every day at lunch, while 
the other kids are eating with friends, laughing, and playing around, Austin is eating alone. When the other kids are all 
talking, and just playing around, Austin is in the corner by himself. What most people don't understand is that Austin 
doesn't know how to act in public, and that he can't handle large crowds. So because he has a hard time with large 
groups of people, he lacks a friend at school. 

When I had heard first heard that he was being picked on, and ignored, I was appalled. I couldn't believe that human 
kind is low enough to actually ridicule someone that can't help how they act, or how they think. Then I realized that    
before I had met Austin, I too had partially discriminated against autistic people. I had always thought that they had 
seen the world differently from how I see it. But that wasn't the case, Autistic people see it far better, they know it far 
better, and they can enjoy the details of life a lot easier than we can. 

I am hopeful that discrimination can be stopped, but only if everyone works together as a family, when people work  
together, they realize how similar they actually are to each other. I vow to help end discrimination by helping out at an 
Autistic organization. Austin's mother is the founder of an Autistic organization, and I am going to help her with the    
different fundraisers and events, towards helping find a cure for Autism. I will also try to write more essays about      
autism, and base more speeches about the facts, and how close we actually are to one another. 

Autistic people are prisoners at birth, but with our help, they can reach parole.

Dr. Ball is also a past member of the Autism New Jersey, formally known as the New Jersey Center 
for Outreach and Services for the Autism Community (COSAC) Board of Trustees, and a member of 
the Autism New Jersey, Professional Advisory Board. A current member of the Autism Society of 
America’s (ASA’s) Board of Directors, he is currently First Vice-Chair and has also served in the 
past as the co-chairperson of ASA’s Panel of Professional Advisors. He also sits on the advisory 
board for the Autism Asperger’ s Digest magazine. Dr. Ball has lectured nationally and                
internationally on various topics related to autism, such as early intervention, inclusion services, 
functional  behavior assessment, social skills training, behavior management, direct instruction,  
sensory issues, and accountability. He has published in many of the above areas and authored the 
award winning   breakthrough book Early Intervention and Autism: Real-life Questions, Real-life 
Answers. 

Dr. Ball will discuss those evidenced based, State-of the-Art strategies that have been proven          
effective when working with a person on the autism spectrum.

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Getting Children To Say Thanks For Gifts

I still wince at the memory of a childhood Christmas where I hurt my mother with a lack of gratitude. 
  
I’d asked for a pair of walkie talkees from the Montgomery Ward catalog. When I opened my present, I found a  different 
brand of walkie talkies from Sears. They were bigger and not as cool looking. I looked up at my mother and said, "Couldn’t 
you have gotten them from Wards?" The joy drained from my mother’s face, and I felt wretched as she explained I needed 
to be grateful for what I was given. 
                             
After recently being diagnosed with Asperger Syndrome, I can forgive my childhood self a bit with the knowledge that     
blurting out what you’re thinking is a common Asperger trait. Luckily, that incident and others helped me learn to resist    
saying the first thing that popped into my mind. 
  
If you have a child with Asperger Syndrome and want to avoid having a spontaneous reaction hijack the fun from your        
holiday gathering, here are some steps you can take in advance. 
  
Talk with your child about what it means to give and give gifts. If your gift giving is tied to a holiday such as Christmas or  
Hanukkah, talk about the relationship of gifts to the holiday. 
  
Next, explain how different reactions from him or her will make the gift giver feel. Understanding consequences beforehand 
may help your child temper his or her initial response. 

If your child is very literal, and thinks it would be dishonest to thank someone for a present he doesn’t want, tell him he can 
thank the giver for the thought. Semantics can be important to someone with Asperger Syndrome, and this could be a           
compromise he can live with. Gratitude for the thought might sound like this, "Thanks for the socks Grandma, that was very 
nice." 
  
Or, it could be as simple as opening a present and saying, "Thanks, Dad," while thinking to himself he’s expressing        
gratitude for his father’s good intentions and not for the train he didn’t want. 
  
In these situations, you can also use a strategy of saying thanks and moving on to another topic. Saying a simple "Thank 
You" and immediately talking about something else reduces the opportunity to let a critical comment about the gift slip out. 

For many children, practicing "gratitude manners" can be helpful. You can make it a game. Gather a variety of objects, such 
as toys and socks and underwear; and several boxes. Put the objects into the boxes out of your child’s sight. 
  
Then let your child open each "gift" and thank you for it. If he or she can find something positive to say about it, great. If not, 
it’s great practice for the "say thanks and move on" strategy. Praise your child for expressing convincing gratitude. Continue 
to emphasize how good this will make the gift givers feel. 
  
Finally, make it easy for children to write thank you notes to givers who are not present when gifts are opened. You can give 
children a box of thank you notes and suggest wording so the letters don’t become a chore. Try and help them write and 
send the notes the within a day of the gift’s opening. 

Handwriting can be a challenge for children with Asperger Syndrome. It was for me. If that’s the case for your child,         
consider letting him type his thank you note on a computer using a font that looks like handwriting and sign it. He could also 
use a computer to create a mailing label. 
  
Or, you could create some "fill in the blanks" cards that read, "Dear_______     Or, you could create some "fill in the blanks" 
cards that read, "Dear_______<wbr>___, Thank you for the ___________. I really appreciate you thinking of me." Then 
leave a____________. 
  
Of course, you can also prepare gift givers with an understanding of your child’s possible negative reactions. 
But having your child make others feel good about the presents they give may be the nicest gift you receive this year.
